ABOUT THE PROGRAM

The program offers advanced training in the critical reading,
contextual interpretation, and scholarly editing of Ottoman
Turkish texts, situating them within the social, institutional, and
intellectual formations that produced them. Its methodological
orientation foregrounds source criticism and analytical
precision.

CURRICULUM

Work centers on archival documents, chronicles, treatises, court
registers (ser’iyye sicilleri), and inscriptions. Participants
produce a substantive academic outcome—a draft article, a
critical edition, or a research proposal—by the program’s
conclusion.

FIELDWORK

Guided visits to archives, libraries, and historical sites in
Istanbul, Bursa, and Yalova complement the seminars, situating
textual work within its spatial and material settings.

PARTICIPANTS & SELECTION

The program admits twelve participants (five from Turkey,
seven from abroad). Applicants must be at the dissertation stage
with advanced proficiency in Ottoman Turkish. Shortlisted
candidates may be invited to an online reading interview.

The program is fully funded. Accommodation, meals, tuition,
and all fieldwork expenses are covered; participants are
responsible for travel costs.
